
How to search for books on other towns’ libraries

NH has a Web-based system that you can use to find books owned by other libraries.

You can also use the system to ask our librarian (via automatic email) to request a copy 
of a book or books you want.

The first step is to get on the Web and get to: http://www.nhu-pac.library.state.nh.us

The following pages show you how to do it.
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This is the first panel you will see at http://www.nhu-pac.library.state.nh.us

Click on this little down-arrow 
to see all the search options
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Search on any of these 4:
-Keyword
-Author
-Title word(s)
-Subject



Then we press this 
arrow to search

We’ve clicked on
“Name of author…”

… and typed author’s name



Scroll through
results list



Press “Add to my List” for
any book you want

or “Remove” to undo



When you’ve picked out your book(s)
- then go back to the top and press “My List”



You can remove some items from your final list …
(Click the little box next to a book, then “Remove”)

…and finally you can email the list to 
your library, to yourself, or anywhere.

… or go back and add some more…



your email address or putting your contact info. In the subject line.



You then find yourself back on this screen,
…and now you can either: 
- exit
- email the list to another person (or yourself)
